Day 4, Friday, May 18, 2012 Einbeck 0 Muhlenbergs birthplace

We leave Eisenach this morning and head north to Einbeck. Upon arriv  al, we will be taken on a city
tour with emphasis on Henry Melchior Muhlenberg. Unfortunately, most of the original buildings
were destroyed during the last 300 years. Our visit will include the place where the birth house

once was, as well as the Neustaed ter Kirchplatz where Muhlenberg was baptized in 1711. We will
pass along the portal of the former Latin school where Muhlenberg attended, will visit the Market
Church, St. Jacob, where his father was baptized and his grandparents were married. A short
devotion is planned at St. Alexandri, where Muhlenberg learned to play the organ. In the
afternoon, continue to Halle. Check in at Maritim Hotel for two nights, dinner and overnight. BD

Day 12 , Saturday, May 26, 2012 Marburg

We will leave Lutherland and make our way to Marburg. It was Philipp of Hesse, one of the leading
princes of the Reformation who invited reformers, including Luther and Zwingli to come to his
castle in Marburg to resolve th eir theological differences. These discussions are referred to as
the Marburg Colloquy. Continue to the Frankfurt area for overnight in Darmstadt. BD

Day 13 Sunday, May 27, 2012 Worms and Mainz

In the morning, visit Worms. It was at the Diet of
Worms in 1521 where Luther stood his ground with the
Emperor and refused to recant what he had said and
written about grace, about indulgences, about the Pope.
Our tour will include visiting the grounds of the former
Bishop's Residence, the Luther Monument and St.  Peter's
Cathedral. After lunch, continue to Mainz, where our visit
will include St. Stephen's Church with the Chagall stained
glass windows. We will go to the Gutenberg Museum,
where you can see an original Gutenberg Bible, and have a hands -on experience with the printing
